Disaster Preparedness

Emergency Supply Kit Checklist –Pets
PET IDENTIFICATION

Nylon collars are safest for long-term wear.
· Current owner’s name, address & phone number tag
· Current pet license

· Current rabies tag
· Leg bands (birds)
· Microchips

· Tattoo
· Writing owner information on carriers/cages (pet carriers, hamster/bird cages)
· Writing owner information on collar
· Writing owner information on with a permanent marker (reptiles)
PET FIRST AID KIT
· Antibiotic ointment (for wounds) 

· Bandage scissors & tape 

· Eye rinse (sterile) 

· Flea and tick prevention and treatment 

· Gauze pads and rolls 

· Hand sanitizer

· Hydrogen Peroxide 3% 
· Ice cream sticks (which may be used as splints) 

· Isopropyl alcohol/alcohol prep pads 

· Latex gloves or non-allergenic gloves 

· Liquid dish detergent
· Medications and preventatives (such as heartworm prevention), minimum 2-week supply, with clearly labeled instructions. Provide veterinary and pharmacy contact information for refills. 

· Saline solution (for rinsing wounds) 

· Towels and washcloths 

· Tweezers

GENERAL PET EVACUATION KIT

Paperwork:
· Emergency contact information

· Evacuation and alternative evacuation routes

· Feeding & medication instructions

· Health certificates

· Maps of area

· Photographs/Video of you & your pets
· Proof current vaccinations

· Veterinary contact information

· Waterproof bag/container for paperwork

Supplies:
· 7-10 day supply of food (dry & wet) 
· 7-10 day supply of water in plastic jugs with secured lids

· Cage/carrier (one for each animal, labeled with owner’s information)

· Can opener (manual)
· Familiar items to make pets feel comfortable (favorite toys and treats)
· Harness

· Leash & collar (one for each animal)
· Litter, litter pan and litter scoop (litter pan needs to fit in pet carrier)

· Medications & pet first aid kit
· Muzzles

· Newspaper 

· No-spill food & water bowls

· Paper towels

· Spoon (canned food)

· Trash bags

· Towels/bedding
